
 

 

Ogees MFC EGM Minutes 
 

Date : 23rd June 2011 

Time : 19:56 Meeting Started 

Place : Pavilion Room ð Ogees Memorial Field. 

 

Present: 6 committee 15 Members 

 

Opening address by Andrew Robinson 

Stating that the meeting had been called as agreed during the 2010 AGM 

with regard to noise issues and flying times. 

The meeting was then handed over to Tony. 

Tony addressed the membership with a request on behalf of the committee to revert the Sunday flying 

time back to finishing at 3pm. A short discussion was had, stating why we felt it was appropriate, as 

the level of noise complaints had increased again. 

A vote was called on the proposal, ALL members present voted in agreement. 

 

Chris Dickens wanted it added into the minutes that the club membership would like to retain the 

Ogees flying site regardless of what happened in the future with regard to obtaining an alternate flying 

site, so quiet electric models could always be used. Everyone was in total agreement, including the 

committee. 

A question was asked, in that do we check ônoise levelsõ, the simple answer was yes and no. A number 

of people have done noise checks in the past. Andrew Robinson did point out that a couple of mem-

bers have been requested to quieten down models, as it was obvious even without a noise meter that 

the model noise was excessive. 

A short discussion was had on how to reduce noise levels, with Brian and Tony pointing out, that the 

standard silencer supplied with a petrol engine was little more than an amplifier, so should always be 

replaced with a canister system. 

Concern was voiced on how to check effectiveness, and whether the club should employ a noise cer-

tificate system. This was quickly diverted as practically unworkable. To check the levels a vote was 

called,  to request purchase of a club Noise Meter ð This was passed with a majority response. 

 

Tony requested the membership to move the renewal date for membership to be on the annual AGM, 

with the latest renewal date the 31st December. This was to cover the fact that the BMFA insurance 

ran out on the 31st, and there was NO grace insurance period in the January. A very confused discus-

sion then took place, whilst everyone eventually agreed that was what was meant to happen anyway. 

Members who gain renewal of their insurance from another club or by themselves, must be prepared

to display said insurance, if flying early January, to prove insurance compliance. Any member who has 

not renewed by the 31st December can and will be requested not to fly until they have done so. 

A vote was made where 12 members agreed with 3 not voting either way. 

 

Tony pointed out to everyone that the Picnic tables we had, had been stolen over that last few weeks. 

The Committee have purchased replacement tables and have also bolted them down. 

Feedback from the membership was mainly aimed at the original perpetrators of the crime.

Andrew Robinson requested from the membership permission to purchase a suitably large generator, 

around the 2Kw size, which was capable of powering power tools. This was to enable a work party get 

the container sanded and painted, and would also be very useful going forward. 

The request was voted with a majority. 

 

Keith Durkin raised a concern over priorities, as the steps from the summer car park were of a more 

pressing nature. Tony responded with points raised by Dave (Ogees Maintenance), in that the steps 

must be made to look rustic and blend in as mush as possible. Dave would on his return from holiday 

tell us, when we supply the slope measurements, how many steps would be required etc. 

 

A request was made by Tony for a 20ft scaffold pole for a windsock. This was positively answered. A 

discussion around the windsock location was had, which was still rumbling on after the meeting had 

finished. Down by the pond was the last one recorded. 

 

Ken raised a health and safety concern around flying angles, with him witnessing a club member flying 

over the pits area and out towards the club house. The immediate response was that any member wit-

nessing this type of behaviour, was to approach the flyer and ask them to land immediately. The club 

flies within the BMFA guidelines, which says that all members are responsible for safety. 

It was agreed the best thing to do was create a site map showing acceptable flying zones, which would 

then be published in the latest newsletter. 

 

It was asked if the committee was aware that there was an Ogees site music festival on the 23rd and 

24 th July. We were not aware of this, but luckily a flyer was found on the site in the meeting room 

which confirmed this. A notice to the members will be made to request no flying during this weekend. 

 

Ken asked if we could have more pictures on the website. Lots of pictures have been added, however 

it was also pointed out by Andrew Robinson, that the request for further input from the members, had-

nõt actually gained any response except by a couple of committee members. This was also echoed by 

Tony with regards to content for the newsletter. 

 

A request to do something about the weather was turned down due to technical difficulties. 

 

Meeting closed at 20:40
